Construct a Model of a Plant or Animal Cell

Instructions:


Using materials at home (paper, clay, corks, tooth picks, pipe cleaners etc.) build a 3D model of a plant or animal cell.   (If you decide to use edible parts, we will not eat your model.)  If you are short on ideas, some may be found on the internet (cite your resource).  Keep in mind that your cell needs to be transported to class and must survive at least 1-2 days w/o refrigeration.  Make sure it is marked with your name & period.
Create a key in order to identify the Name and Function of every structure.  Include all of the following:  cell wall (if plant), cell membrane, cytoplasm, nucleus, endoplasmic reticulum, golgi bodies, mitochondria ribosomes, , vacuoles, chloroplasts (if plant) and lysosomes.
Your key should include the name and function for each structure.  
Points will be awarded for:   quality and neatness, creativity, effort, complexity, and accuracy (of key).  We will collect these and show them off on Monday.  Have fun and good luck.
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
